All you have to do is
put main frame on stilts and bolt the shanks to the brackets. If depth gauges
were purchased they will have to be mounted; then you are ready for the field.

Keep all bolts tight. This machine is almost maintenance-free. At the end of
each season check the fasteners, three-point hitch, chisels, spikes and depth
gauges. If any parts need replacing do it then and be ready for next season.
